Who are we?

= |MLS is the primary source of federal support for
the nation’s libraries and museums.

What do we do?

= We make grants, convene groups, conduct
research, and publish in order to build the
capacity of museums and libraries to serve the
public.

Who is eligible to apply for IMLS grants?

= Varies by program but includes libraries;
museums; colleges and universities;
organizations that serve libraries and museums;
federally recognized Native American tribes;
organizations that serve Native Hawaiians

IMLS Authorization and

Budget

IMLS was reauthorized in 2018 by the Museum and Library
Services Act.

The IMLS FY24 budget is $294.8 million (Continuing Resolution).

$5.263 million is allotted for Native American Basic and
Enhancement, and Native Hawaiian Library Services Grants.

Eligibility Requirements



Who is Eligible?

Organization must be a Federally Recognized Indian Tribe, and offer library services to
the community. Such services may include, but are not limited to, providing free access
to books; print and electronic media; research databases; job, employment, and career
resources; help from librarians; space for reading, studying, and meeting; and free events
and activities such as programs, classes, and cultural events for people of all ages.

For purposes of funding under this program, “Indian tribe” means any tribe, band, nation,
or other organized group or community, including any Alaska native village, regional
corporation, or village corporation (as defined in, or established pursuant to, the Alaska
Native Claims Settlement Act (43 U.S.C. 1601 et seq.)), which is recognized by the
Secretary of the Interior as eligible for the special programs and services provided by the
United States to Indians because of their status as Indians. A list of eligible entities is
available from the Bureau of Indian Affairs

The applying organization MUST BE the tribe itself.



IMLS recognizes the potential for valuable contributions to the overall goals
of the NAB Grant Program by entities that do not meet the eligibility
requirements. Although such entities may not serve as the lead applicant
organization, they can participate in projects as partners. Such entities may,

for example, assist the lead applicant with project activities.

 Departments of education

e Partner organizations should have a relationship with
the Tribal administration for the successful management of the project.

* The tribal community is directly served and benefits from grant
activities carried out by the partner(s).
